Middle Fork Snoqualmie River Road is located north and east of the City of North Bend. The project
will study an approximately 11 mile long section of road from milepost 1.36 to Middle Fork - Taylor
River Trailhead at milepost 12.10. The existing road is paved for the first 1.3 miles with the remain-
ing portion being gravel and dirt. Roadway widths vary from 15 to 28 feet.

The lower portion of the road provides access to local residences. As a Forest Highway, the road is
also a gateway to 109,000 acres of National Forest land used primarily for public recreation pur-
poses. Agency partners for the project are the Western Federal Lands Highway Division - Federal
Highway Administration, U.S. Forest Service and King County.

Planning for safety and recreational access improvements to Middle
Fork Snoqualmie River Road - Forest Highway 29 is continuing,.

Public input is Ver% important at this early stage of the project.

Project team members are collecting environmental, geological and other survey information neces-
sary to begin preliminary design and comply with the National and State Environmental Policy
Acts.
