Accomplishmentsthrough May 22, 2003:

Crews continue to repair damaged silt fence. Surveying is continuing. The excavation and
cofferdam for the 18’ culvert for Slate Creek has started and the culvert has been delivered. Excavation
and Embankment operation have started and is going well, North of Slate Creek. Work has started on
the dide repair North of Slate Creek.

Work on gabion wall # 2, north end of project will continue next week and if finished Pumco
will start on wall #3.
